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EXHIBIT 4 - AFFIDAVIT OF MARK PINKUS


Before me, the undersigned authority, on this day personally appeared MARK PINKUS, known to me to be the person whose name is subscribed below, who, upon being duly sworn and under oath, did depose and state as follows:


“My name is MARK PINKUS. I am over the age of twenty-one (21) years and am otherwise competent to make this affidavit. The statements contained herein are within my personal knowledge, and are true and correct.


“I was born February 13, 1966 and am married to Allison Gelbe-Pinkus (“Allison”). Allison and I were on December 27, 2008. We met through mutual friends in 2007. It was “love at first sight.” By the time we got married in 2008, I had amassed significant wealth through my work—the extent of which Allison was fully aware.  Allison lived with me on my ranch in Texas and was privy to my mail and my statements reflecting financial accounts and similar items. I was open with her about my business dealings and the value that each of my deals was potentially worth.  Further, because of my successes, articles addressing my work, the value of some of my deals and my net worth much of my wealth can (and could prior to the marriage) be found online.  Allison and I lived a very comfortable lifestyle together before the marriage.  
“Very few of the assets which we now own were accumulated during our marriage and the assets we did accumulate during marriage, were defined by our premarital agreement as separate property. 
“Allison and I began discussing the idea of a premarital agreement before any engagement and many months before it was signed.  She retained counsel in July, 2008 to assist in this process.  Drafts of the Premarital Agreement were circulated as early as August, 2008—some 5 months before the wedding. We both had wealth we wanted to protect and Allison never objected to the concept of a premarital agreement.  Allison and I each had quality lawyers and both provided input as to what the premarital agreement would say.  Each lawyer negotiated and there are terms favorable to each of us within the Agreement.  

“I provided a memorandum to Allison that set out my assets and liabilities in September of 2008—2 months before the premarital agreement was signed.  When Allison and her lawyer had follow-up questions, I traveled to her lawyer’s office with my attorney and we discussed those questions.  Any question they had was answered. 
“We executed the premarital agreement on November 14, 2008, which was 43 days prior to our wedding date.  Allison met with her attorney, Saul Goodman, on the morning of November 14, 2008.  Allison reported to me that she and Saul had reviewed the premarital agreement and waiver of financial disclosure together and he answered questions for her during that meeting.  
“Prior to executing the Premarital Agreement, I sent Allison a schedule of my assets and liabilities via email.  A true and correct copy of the September 16, 2008 email to which the memorandum of my assets and liabilities was attached is attached to my Motion for Partial Summary Judgment and incorporated herein for all purposes.  
“On November 12, 2008, Allison sent me an email requesting that we finalize the Premarital Agreement.  A true and correct copy of the November 12, 2008 email is attached to my Motion for Partial Summary Judgment and incorporated herein for all purposes.  

“Allison and I were together on November 14, 2008 at the time when the Waiver of Financial Disclosure and Premarital Agreement were signed.  I had to leave town that afternoon, so rather than driving to my attorney’s office to sign, my attorney emailed me the Waiver of Financial Disclosure and the Premarital Agreement so Allison and I could review and sign the documents in the comfort of the home we shared. I had a friend who was a notary public, John Doe, and John came over and notarized the execution of both the Waiver of Financial Disclosure and the Premarital Agreement.  

“On November 14, 2008, Allison seemed perfectly calm and content.  Aside from the early morning meeting she had with Saul Goodman, we were together in the same house.  I did not ever see her take any drugs (prescription or otherwise) nor did I see her consume alcohol that day.  She did not appear to be under the influence of drugs or alcohol when she signed the agreement and I think I would have known if she had been intoxicated.

“We signed the Waiver of Financial Disclosure first, at the time set forth on the notary block of the Waiver document.  A true and correct copy of the Waiver of Financial Disclosure is attached to my Motion for Partial Summary Judgment and incorporated herein for all purposes.  After the Waiver was fully signed, Allison and I signed the Premarital Agreement.  A true and correct copy of the Premarital Agreement is attached to my Motion for Partial Summary Judgment and incorporated herein for all purposes.  

“I filed my Original Counter-Petition for Divorce on December 10, 2018 and as part of my counter-petition, I am requesting that the court confirm the enforceability of the Premarital Agreement Allison and I voluntarily signed.  A true and correct copy of the Original Counter-Petition for Divorce is attached to my Motion for Partial Summary Judgment and incorporated herein for all purposes.  

“Under the circumstances, there is no doubt in my mind that Allison signed the agreement voluntarily. She was provided a more than adequate disclosure of my property and financial obligations before signing the Premarital Agreement.
