MOTION FOR ENFORCEMENT OF TEMPORARY SUPPORT AND FEES
AND ORDER TO APPEAR
This Motion for Enforcement for Temporary Support and Fees is brought by Allison Gelbe-Pinkus, Movant. The last three numbers of Allison Gelbe-Pinkus' driver's license number are 274.  The last three numbers of Allison Gelbe-Pinkus' Social Security number are 397.

Discovery in this case is intended to be conducted under Level 2 of Rule 190 of the Texas Rules of Civil Procedure.

Movant objects to the assignment of this matter to an associate judge for a trial on the merits or presiding at a jury trial.

On December 17, 2018, in Cause No. 43,647, styled "In the Matter of the Marriage of Allison Gelbe-Pinkus and Mark Pinkus; In the Interest of Todd Pinkus, Thomas Pinkus, and Lucy Pinkus, Children," in the 510th District Court of Denton County, the Court signed an order entitled “Agreed Temporary Orders for Temporary Support and Fees” that appears in the minutes of the Court at volume 59, page 78, which is attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated by reference as if fully set out herein and states in relevant part as follows:  
“3.
Temporary Spousal Support

IT IS ORDERED that MARK PINKUS shall pay to ALLISON GELBE-PINKUS as temporary spousal support the amount of seventy thousand and no/100 dollars ($70,000.00) per month in two equal installments, with the first payment of $35,000.00 being due and payable on January 1, 2019 and a like payment of $35,000.00 being due and payable on the 1st and 15th days of each month thereafter until further order of this Court.  IT IS ORDERED that MARK PINKUS shall timely pay each support payment to ALLISON GELBE-PINKUS by direct account electronic transfer from MARK PINKUS’s Wells Fargo checking account ending in the last four digits #8731 into ALLISON GELBE-PINKUS’s Wells Fargo checking account ending in the last four digits #6126.”


Movant was the Petitioner and Respondent was the Respondent in the prior proceedings.

On December 17, 2018, this Court signed an order entitled “Agreed Temporary Orders for Temporary Support and Fees” and is attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated by reference as if fully set out herein and states and states in relevant part as follows:

“4.
Payment of Reasonable and Necessary Attorney’s Fees


MARK PINKUS agrees to pay interim attorney’s fees and costs in the amount of $100,000.00 as set forth herein.  IT IS ORDERED that MARK PINKUS shall deliver a cashier’s check in the amount of fifty thousand and no/100 dollars ($50,000.00) to Christopher Wrampelmeier, Hays, Haston & Wrampelmeier, at 1850 Sycamore Street, Denton, Texas 76025, on or before 5:00 p.m. on December 20, 2018.  IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that MARK PINKUS shall deliver a cashier’s check in the amount of fifty thousand and no/100 dollars ($50,000.00) to Christopher Wrampelmeier, Hays, Haston & Wrampelmeier, at 1850 Sycamore Street, Denton, Texas 76025, on or before 5:00 p.m. on February 1, 2019.  IT IS ORDERED that the interim attorney fee payments set forth herein shall be payable as additional spousal support for the benefit of ALLISON GELBE-PINKUS.”

Respondent has violated the order described above as follows:

Movant requests that for each violation alleged above, Respondent be held in contempt, jailed for up to 179 days, and fined up to $500, and that each period of confinement run and be satisfied concurrently.


9.
Movant requests that after Respondent serves his sentence for criminal contempt, Respondent be confined in the county jail for a period not to exceed eighteen months (total for civil and criminal contempt) or until Respondent complies with the order of the Court, whichever comes first.

10.
Respondent's total spousal support arrearage at the time of filing is $120,000.00.  Movant requests confirmation of all arrearages and rendition of judgment on spousal support arrearages, attorney's fees, and costs.  Movant requests the Court to order income withheld for the spousal support arrearages, attorney's fees, and costs.

11.
Movant requests that Respondent be placed on community supervision for ten years on release from jail or suspension of commitment.

12.
Movant requests that, if the Court finds that any part of the order sought to be enforced is not specific enough to be enforced by contempt, the Court enter a clarifying order more clearly specifying the duties imposed on Respondent and giving Respondent a reasonable time within which to comply.


13.
It was necessary to secure the services of Hays, Haston & Wrampelmeier, a firm of licensed attorneys, to enforce and protect the rights of Allison Gelbe-Pinkus and the children the subject of this suit.  Respondent should be ordered to pay reasonable attorney's fees, expenses, and costs, and a judgment should be rendered in favor of the attorneys and against Respondent and be ordered paid directly to the undersigned attorneys, who may enforce the judgment in the law firm’s own name.  Movant requests postjudgment interest as allowed by law.

Movant prays that Respondent be held in contempt and punished as requested, that a judgment be granted for spousal support arrearage, that the Court order community supervision, that the Court order income withheld for spousal support arrearages, attorney's fees, and costs or order a bond or security, that the Court clarify any part of its prior order found not specific enough to be enforced by contempt, for attorney's fees, expenses, costs, and interest, and for all further relief authorized by law.
